Topper Summit Bucket List
You will need to put together a student portfolio using Google Docs. This type of documentation has become a vital way for students to keep records and learn organizational skills. Take photographs of yourself doing each item on your list. Use short explanations, time logs, a note from someone in charge, and any other appropriate “proof” which could be used in an interview. Make this professional. Submitting it at the end of the term is only one reason for doing this. “The real reason is to have documentation to present at future interviews. This could be a major factor in distinguishing you from other candidates.”
Finally, you will write an evaluation essay providing a self-assessment of how effectively you met the learning objectives of this activity.
